VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on July 09, 2019 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Voice News, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and had been posted at three conspicuous places throughout the Village limits.  The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the Village office at all times from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.
Chairman Pro Temp Paul Adams presided and Village Clerk, Janine Schmidt, recorded the proceedings. Chairman Pro Temp Adams directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the wall for the public’s review.  The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.  The following Board Members were present: Paul Adams, Kim Brost, Josh Hopkins and Bill Schmidt.  Absent was Tony Schuler.  Also in attendance was Village Attorney, Adam Hoesing.

Chairman Pro Temp Adams asked if there were any changes to the agenda. There were none.  Chairman Pro Temp Adams asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were none.  No emergency items were presented for the agenda.

An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows:

Pete Cawiezel updated the Board on Yard of the Week and they plan to run until mid-September.  He said that they put a picture of the winning yards on the Village of Morrill’s Facebook account and also in the Voice News.  Pete feels that more people are taking care of their yards as they have seen a lot of nice yards this year.  Pete also has flyers for Horsecreek Rendezvous Days available.  Clerk Schmidt informed the Board that she was awarded a $250.00 grant for mosquito spraying through Panhandle Public Health District.

Megan Koppenhafer with PADD presented to the Board of Trustees what PADD has to offer during her annual community visit.  Megan talked about the Brownfield Assessment Grant that is available through PADD with funding from the EPA to assess if properties have any contaminants such as lead-based paint, asbestos, etc.  Megan also shared information on the Economic Development Loan Fund that is available through PADD.  Other areas PADD provides services include Economic Development Strategy, grant writing and administration, studies, surveys and reports such as Income surveys for communities.

Discussion was held about changing the August meeting date from Tuesday, August 6 to Thursday, August 8th per a request from Chairman of the Board Schuler.  Chairman Schuler is unable to attend the meeting scheduled for August 6, 2019.  It was decided that the meeting would be held at the regularly scheduled time. Next item on the agenda was a KENO Donation Policy and Application.  Clerk Schmidt developed an application that also states the policy for KENO donation requests.  Moved by Board Member Hopkins, Seconded by Board Member Schmidt, to approve the new KENO Donation Policy and Application.

Pete Cawiezel shared a checklist for Rendezvous Days with the Board.  Clerk Schmidt reported that copies have been made and distributed to each department that is responsible for items that need to be completed.

Teresa Shaw requested KENO funds on behalf of the Morrill, Lyman, Henry Group which is a non-profit group that gives low cost loans to small businesses.  The MLH group owns the building that Regional West Physicians Clinic occupies.  The building is in need of a roof and the lowest bid is $28,700.  Five grant applications were submitted and they were awarded all five grants, however there is a shortfall of around $6,200 to complete the repairs.  The MLH group requested KENO donations in the amount of $3,100 or more.  Attorney Hoesing informed the Village Board that since the building is owned privately and because of this it does not qualify as community betterment and KENO funds would not be able to be used for this purpose.   No motion was made to approve the request.
