A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on October 11, 2022 at 7:00 p.m. at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice of the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published and of general circulation in the Village and also posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill. An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows:  Pete Cawiezel shared that the Christmas Stroll will be held on Monday, December 5th from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m. with Santa at the Fire Hall.   Horsecreek Rendezvous Days will be celebrating their 25th annual celebration next July.  The school will be doing their Trick or Treat on October 31st and will be leaving the school around 2:00 p.m.   Madison Peterson shared that she is a current resident of Morrill and that her family acquired 4 chickens when they first moved here.  Once these chickens stopped laying, they received another batch and unfortunately there was a rooster in the batch.  They tried to rehome the rooster but it was difficult because they wanted him to go where he wouldn’t be killed.  Maddison shared that she would like the Village to reconsider the Ordinance not allowing poultry.  Maddison believes that living in a rural environment, the residents should be able to embrace enjoying small livestock such as poultry, as long as they are not disruptive to the peace of the Village and well taken care of.  She feels it creates opportunities for those who do not have the resources, financial ability, or time to house and/or care for larger livestock, to participate in 4H.   Terry Lyle asked the board to reconsider the Ordinance that doesn’t allow people to operate side-by-sides after dark.  Chief Muller stated he doesn’t have an issue changing this Ordinance as long as they are well lit.  Chief Muller also said that if there is an accident between a utility vehicle and a car the car will win.  Terry stated that is a risk that is hers to make and she would own that decision if it happened.  Chairman Schuler asked for those who were in favor of this change to contact Clerk Schmidt at the Village Office.  Gregg Waters shared that the Veteran’s Day Program will be at the school on 11/11 at 10:00 a.m.  He encourages all veteran’s and their families to attend.  Pete Cawiezel also shared that the American Legion will also be hosting a breakfast for veterans from 7:00 to 10:00 that morning.  Chairman Schuler shared that he has compiled a list of interested residents who want to discuss the community greenhouse and he will try to plan a meeting in the near future.
