VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

April 07, 2026
A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on April 07, 2026, at 6:00 p.m. at the Morrill American Legion.  Notice about the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published of general circulation in the Village and posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was always available for public inspection at the Village office from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.

Chairman Conrad presided and Clerk Schmidt recorded the proceedings.  Conrad directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the north wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Neal Hart, Steve Engleman, David Purviance, Joe Conrad and Kim Schledewitz.  Also in attendance was Libby Stobel, Simmons Olsen Law Firm.
Moved by Member Hart and seconded by Member Schledewitz to approve the agenda as presented.
YEAS: Hart, Conrad, Engleman, Purviance, and Schledewitz NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.

Moved by Member Schledewitz and seconded by Member Hart that the minutes from March 10, 2026, Regular Meeting be approved. YEAS: Hart, Conrad, Engleman, Purviance, and Schledewitz NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.
Moved by Member Engleman and seconded by Member Purviance to approve March 31, 2026, Treasurer’s Report. YEAS: Hart, Conrad, Engleman, Purviance, and Schledewitz NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.
Chairman Conrad asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were no emergency items.
Discussion was held regarding a possible resolution for RV, trailer, camper, truck parking and designation of Semi-Truck parking. Chief Muller shared that there are some streets that are too narrow and when there are campers or trailers parked on the street it makes the street basically a one lane street.  Currently, the Village only has one designated area for semi-trucks to park and Chief would like to see more parking made available.  Chief also shared that in ordinance 151.03 we have no pitching of tents allowed in a resident’s yard and he would like to see that removed.  The board has asked that Chief come up with some specific changes and bring it to the board for consideration.  No action was taken.
Clerk Schmidt shared the audit findings for Fiscal Year 2024-2025 prepared by Casey Peterson.  The only material findings were the lack of segregation of duties and the preparation of financials pertaining to the audit and that is due to the fact of the number employees in the Village Office and that the Village hires the Casey Peterson firm to prepare the audit financials.  Everything else was in order and if the board members had any questions or concerns, they are welcome to contact Casey Peterson directly. Moved by Member Conrad and seconded by Member Purviance to accept the audit as presented.  YEAS: Purviance, Schledewitz, Conrad, Engleman and Hart. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.
Chief Matt Hinman shared more information to get the Fire Department Retirement account moved to a proper account and get the distributions sent out.  Moved by Member Hart and seconded by Member Schledewitz to approve the appointment of AMGL as the Fund Manager, Chief Matt Hinman as the Certification Administrator, Clerk Janine Schmidt as the Trustee Chief Hinman, Clerk Schmidt and Jerry Hinman as the Retirement Board Committee. YEAS: Purviance, Schledewitz, Conrad, Engleman and Hart. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.  
Discussion was held on the Approval of Directive to the County Clerk to place the local option sales tax of 1% on the November ballot.  Attorney Stobel shared that the actual sales tax does not sunset and will continue to be collected. A vote yes, will keep the amending use of the Sales and Use Tax, which was changed in 2017 to add the ability to maintain or construct real property, or to pay for loans incurred by the Village for such construction or maintenance. A vote no will revert the use for purpose of only acquiring or replacing sanitary sewer, water systems.  No action was taken and will be brought back to the May meeting.
Discussion was held regarding a change to the Village Ordinance 36.02 in the employment section.  There is verbiage regarding termination of employment but nothing on the hiring process.  Chairman Conrad shared some verbiage he would like to be inserted in the Ordinance that addresses hiring processes.  Clerk Schmidt will forward to Legal, and the item will be placed on the May agenda.  No action was taken. 

Discussion was held about the Farmer’s Market at FoMo Park.  Clerk Schmidt has sent a letter regarding no driving or parking on FoMo Park.  The Market will now be set up along the North Side of FoMo and the north parking lot will be utilized for parking, eliminating the parking along Hess Lane and on the East Side of FoMo Park.  The Market will only be open on Saturdays from 11:00 to 2:00 but the season will be longer.  There is a request for Handicap parking and discussion about wiring on the pole.  Trustee Purviance will work with the Farmer’s Market and Silas on getting the area ready for Market.  A resolution regarding parking will be brought forward to the May meeting.  No action was taken.
An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows: Chief Muller shared that Officer Bevens was accepted into the Academy and should be graduating August 20th.  Chairman Conrad thanked the Fire Department for their participation in the Easter Egg Hunt.  Joe shared that having music played increased the overall atmosphere and everything was so well organized.  Matt Hinman thanked ALLO, the Fire Department, Auxiliary Ladies and the Village for their help with the Easter Egg Hunt.  They had over 3600 eggs available and everything ran smoothly.  Matt shared that Morrill sent some units to both Morrill and the Asby Fires.   The Fire Department Soup Supper is Saturday at the Legion from 5:00 to 7:00.  The Department is also sending 4 members to Fire School this year.  Pete Cawiezel shared that Horsecreek Rendezvous Days is July 18th and everything is progressing smoothly with the planning.  Yard of the week will start Memorial Day weekend and run through Labor Day weekend.  Trustee Engleman shared that the Men’s Association has started a clubhouse remodel and it will include new carpet, furniture, painting and some changes to the island.  Erica Curry commented that there is also a new Ladie’s Association starting.  Erica shared that part of her teambuilding at Platte Valley is they will be coming out to plant annuals at the golf course.  Erica shared that the parks look absolutely amazing.  Chairman Conrad shared that the pickle ball courts have been being utilized quite a bit and that the parks department is working on getting a 3rd court put in.  Dana Wimberly requested that the basketball court be painted.  Dana also said that they are planning the Friday night fun night at FoMo park and Johnny will be coming to the May meeting with more details.  The food pantry and the partnership with the school is going very well.  Erica Curry said the Farmer’s Market now has a board that is putting processes into place and they are very willing to work with everyone to help move the FoMo Park Improvement project forward.  The first phase of the sidewalk project will hopefully begin on the South Side in August and Curtis Reisig is helping with the project.  Erica shared that partnering with TCD would be great and open opportunities for the village.  Pete shared there are still dollars available for trees from memorial donations.  Pete shared that Morrill Community Development belongs to TCD as a non-profit organization and would partner in any way that would be helpful to the community.
The Village Board then received written reports from departments.  

The next item on the agenda was the approval of bills and expenses.  It was moved by Member Hart and seconded by Member Schledewitz to approve all claims as presented.
