REGULAR MEETING

VILLAGE OF MORRILL BOARD OF TRUSTEES

November 12, 2025
A Regular Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on November 12, 2025, immediately following the Public Hearings for the 1-&-6 Year Plan at the Village of Morrill Legion Hall.  Notice about the meeting had been published according to law, in the Star Herald, a newspaper published of general circulation in the Village and posted in 3 conspicuous places within the Village of Morrill.   The notice stated the date, hour and place of the meeting, that the meeting would be open to the public, that anyone with a disability desiring reasonable accommodation to attend the meeting should contact the Village office, and that an agenda of the meeting kept continuously current was available for public inspection at the office of the Village; provided, however, the Village Board could modify the agenda at the meeting if it determined that an emergency so required.  An agenda kept continuously current was always available for public inspection at the Village office from the date of publication of the notice to the time of the meeting.  A similar notice, together with a copy of the agenda, was also delivered to each Board Member.

Chairman Hart presided and Clerk Schmidt recorded the proceedings.  Hart directed the public a copy of the Nebraska Open Meetings Act, posted on the north wall for the public’s review. The following Board Members were present: Neal Hart, Steve Engleman, David Purviance, Joe Conrad and Kim Schledewitz.  Also in attendance was Libby Stobel from Simmons Olsen Law Firm.
Moved by Member Hart and seconded by Member Schledewitz to approve the agenda as presented.

Moved by Member Conrad and seconded by Member Schledewitz that the minutes from October 7, 2025, Public Hearing and the Regular Meeting be approved. YEAS: Hart, Conrad, Engleman, Purviance, and Schledewitz NAYS: None, ABSENT: None.
Moved by Member Schledewitz and seconded by Member Purviance to approve October 31, 2025, Treasurer’s Report. YEAS: Hart, Conrad, Engleman, Purviance, and Schledewitz NAYS: None, ABSENT: None.
Chairman Hart asked if any citizens with business not scheduled on the agenda wished to include an item providing the Village Board determines the item requires emergency action. There were no emergency items.

Moved by Member Conrad and seconded by Member Engleman to approve payment to Monument Prevention Coalition in the amount of $568.50.  YEAS: Hart, Conrad, Engleman, Purviance, and Schledewitz NAYS: None, ABSENT: None.   
Moved by Member Hart and seconded by Member Purviance to Adopt Resolution 25-12 for Year-End Certification of City Street Superintendent. YEAS: Hart, Conrad, Engleman, Purviance, and Schledewitz NAYS: None, ABSENT: None.   
Moved by Member Schledewitz and seconded by Member Engelman to approve the Renewal of Sewer Cleaning Service Agreement with the City of Scottsbluff. YEAS: Hart, Conrad, Engleman, Purviance, and Schledewitz NAYS: None, ABSENT: None.   
Next on the agenda was discussion regarding extending the hours of FoMo Park closure times.  Currently, as written, the park is closed from 6:00 p.m. to 6:00 a.m. from October 1st.  Attorney Stobel will draft an ordinance change for the December meeting.
Moved by Member Engleman and seconded by Member Schledewitz to approve an extended warranty for 7 years for Travel, Labor and Materials and Expenses for the Bucket Truck.  YEAS:  Hart, Conrad, Engleman NAYS: Purviance, Schledewitz ABSENT: None.
Next on the agenda is WAPA electrical price increase and the 25-26 budget discussion.  Just today, Nicole with MEAN shared information regarding the increase from WAPA and a potential increase coming from MEAN that would be effective April 2026.  The board has decided to revisit the topic in the spring, once more information is available about the newly proposed rates for the Village of Morrill.

Moved by Member Schledewitz and seconded by Member Conrad to approve the purchase of turkeys and hams for employees for the holidays for Village Staff. YEAS:  Hart, Conrad, Engleman NAYS: Purviance, Schledewitz ABSENT: None.

An opportunity for public comment was provided.  Public comments were as follows: Pete Cawiezel shared the Christmas Stroll will be held on December 1st this year from 6:00 to 8:00 p.m.  Santa and an elf will be at the Fire Hall.  There will be hayrides at the Fire Hall. Carolers will be out and about this year.  There are out-of-town businesses that want to participate, and Pete is working with them on space. The Farmer’s Market is having their free Thanksgiving Dinner, and the Village will share the information on their Facebook Page.  CJ McCabe thanked the board again for their support for the trailer and he has coined Keep Morrill Beautiful as the name.  CJ shared at for ½ of the month of July, August and September he hauled 12,865 pounds of goods recycled. So far for October and November they have removed 3 loads with 2 more ready at the dump currently.  Johnny Wimberly thanked the board for the donation of golf punch cards for the First Responders Shop with a Cop fundraiser.  They raised 3200.00 and plan on taking 45 children shopping this year.  The Food Pantry is on November 14th from 5:30 to 7:30.   Erica Curry shared she is looking for volunteers for the Phase 1 of FoMo Park improvements project.  Currently she and Steve L from Rotary are on the committee.  Erica would like to ask any board members, especially Dave, to join.  
The Village Board then received written reports from departments.
