A Special Meeting of the Chairman and Board of Trustees of the Village of Morrill, Nebraska was held on May 15, 2026, at 5:15 p.m. at the Morrill Village Office. Moved by Member Conrad and seconded by Member Schledewitz to have this position report to Silas and Dave Purviance as the Trustee that oversees the Parks Department.  YEAS: Hart, Purviance, Schledewitz, Conrad, Engleman. NAYS: None. ABSENT: None.  Motion Carried.

Discussion was held regarding the job description.  Chair Conrad shared a sample job description.  It was advised that all Trustees take home the job description and go through and make any changes they would like to see.  They can email changes to Clerk Schmidt, and it will be placed on the June Regular Meeting agenda.
